Living in Christ 



 ñTherefore if any man be in 

Christ, he is a new creature: 

old things are passed away; 

behold, all things are become 

new.ò 2 Corinthians 5:17  



One evening a student asked Phillip 

Brooks a serious question: ñIs 

conscious personal fellowship with 

Jesus Christ a part of Christianity?ò 

The great preacher replied decisively: 

ñIt is Christianity; personal fellowship 

with Jesus Christ is Christianity. That 

is what differentiates the religion of 

the Bible from all others. A man is a 

Christian so far as he knows Jesus 

Christ.ò 

This agrees with the words of Christ 

who said. ñAnd this is life eternal, that 

they might know Thee the only true 

God, and Jesus Christ, whom Thou 

hast sent.ò John 17:3. 





When a person knows Christ and is 

truly converted, when he repents of 

his sins, confesses them to God, and 

trusts in the merits of Christ for 

salvation, something very definite 

happens in his life. He is a different 

man. The apostle Paul explains what 

happens to the one who goes through 

this experience: 

ñI am crucified with Christ; 

nevertheless I live; yet not I, but 

Christ liveth in me: and the life 

which I now live in the flesh I live 

by the faith of the Son of God, who 

loved me, and gave Himself for 

me.ò Galatians 2:20.  



By this figure, Paul 

wishes to teach that the 

old life has been crucified 

and buried and that a 

new life has begun, and 

that life is Christ's life. 

ñChrist liveth in me.ò 

And of course the kind of 

life that Christ will live in 

the new believer is quite 

different from the sinful 

life of the unconverted 

man.  



 1: CHRIST LIVES IN US BY HIS SPIRIT  

1. What did Christ promise 

His disciples just before He 

returned to heaven? 

ñI will pray the Father, and 

He shall give you another 

Comforter, that He may 

abide with you for ever; even 

the Spirit of truth .ò John 

14:16-17.  



2. What is to be the 

relationship of the Holy 

Spirit to the believer? 

ñYe know Him; for He 

dwelleth with you, and shall 

be in you."John 14:17.  

ñHe abideth in us, by the 

Spirit which He hath given 

us.ò 1 John 3:24.  

Here is the explanation of a 

great mystery, Christ dwells in 

us by His Holy Spirit. 



3. How will the Holy Spirit help 

us in the study of God's Word? 

ñThe Comforter, which is the 

Holy Ghost, whom the Father 

will send in My name, He shall 

teach you all things, and bring all 

things to your remembrance, 

whatsoever I have said unto 

you.ò John 14:26.  

ñWhen He, the Spirit of truth, is 

come, He will guide you into all 

truth.ò John 16:13.  

ñThy Word is truth .ò John 17:17.  



4. How does the indwelling of the Spirit affect the character? 

ñI bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. . that 

He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be 

strengthened with might by His Spirit in the inner man; that 

Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted 

and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all saints 

what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height; and to 

know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might 

be filled with all the fulness of God.ò Ephesians 3:14, 16-19.  

Our prayer should be, ñLord, fulfill Thy promise and send Thy 

Spirit to dwell in my heart.ò Acts 2:37-39. 



 2: THE CLOSENESS OF FELLOWSHIP 

WITH JESUS 

1. With what plant did God compare His people in 

Old Testament times? 

Psalm 80:8. ñThou hast brought a vine out of Egypt: 

thou hast cast out the heathen, and planted it.ò 

Jeremiah 2:21. ñI had planted thee a noble vine, 

wholly a right seed: how then art thou turned into 

the degenerate plant of a strange vine unto Me?ò 

The figure of Israel as the vine of God, the planting 

of the Lord, was a choice topic of meditation and 

study with the Jews. 



 2. Whom did Christ say was the true vine? 

ñI am the true vine, and My Father is the husbandman.ò  

John 15:1.  



3. What spiritual lesson did Christ draw from the vine? 

ñAbide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit 

of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye 

abide in Me. I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that 

abideth in Me, and I in Him, the same bringeth forth much 

fruit: for without Me ye can do nothing.ò John 15:4-5.  

Our abiding in Christ and Christ's abiding in us represent a 

close personal union between Christ and His followers. a 

union as close as a branch merged in the parent stock of the 

vine. 

One writer has said, ñDo you ask. óHow am I to abide in 

Christ?ô  In the same way as you received Him at first.ò ñAs 

ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye 

in Him.ò  Colossians 2:6.  



ñThe just shall live by faith.ò Hebrews 10:38.  

"You gave yourself to God, to be His wholly, to serve and 

obey Him; and You took Christ as your Saviour. You could 

not yourself atone for your sins or change your heart; but 

having given yourself to God, you believed that He, for 

Christ's sake, did all this for you. By faith you became 

Christ's, and by faith you are to grow up in Him,  by giving 

and taking. You are to give all, your heart, your will, your 

service,  give yourself to Him to obey all His requirements. 

You must take all Christ, the fullness of all blessing to abide 

in your heart, to be your strength, your righteousness, your 

everlasting helper,  to give you power to obey" (Steps to 

Christ. 69-70). 





4. Since Christ dwells in us by 

His Holy Spirit, what fruit 

may we expect in our lives? 

ñThe fruit of the Spirit is love, 

joy, peace, longsuffering, 

gentleness, goodness, faith, 

meekness, temperance: 

against such there is no law. . 

If we live in the Spirit, let us 

also walk in the Spirit.ò 

Galatians 5:22-25.  



5. If we walk in the Spirit, what things will we not do? 

ñThis I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the 

lust of the flesh. Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which 

are these; adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, 

idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, 

seditions, heresies, envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, 

and such like: of the which I tell you before as I have also told 

you in time past, that they which do such things shall not 

inherit the kingdom of God.ò Galatians 5:16, 19-21.  



6. What other fruits, besides the graces of the Spirit, will be 

seen in the lives of those who truly receive the Holy Spirit in 

their hearts? 

ñYe shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon 

you: and ye shall be witnesses unto Me both in Jerusalem, and in 

all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the 

earth.ò Acts 1:8.  

The forgiveness of sins that are past and the entrance of the Holy 

Spirit into the heart, to produce the blessed fruits of 

righteousness, are such wonderful experiences that the true 

Christian cannot refrain from telling others of the salvation he 

enjoys, And the very telling of the story produces new Christians, 

for the Word of God will not return unto Him void. And so the 

Christian bears fruit in the precious souls who are saved through 

the influence of his life and work. 



ñHe [God] humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed 

thee with manna, which thou knewest not, neither did thy fathers 

know; that He might make thee know that man doth not live by 

bread only, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth 

of the Lord doth man live.ò Deuteronomy 8:3.

1. What spiritual 

lesson did God seek 

to teach the Israelites 

in the giving of the 

manna? 



2. How did the prophets 

amplify this figure of living 

by God's Word? 

ñThy words were found, 

and I did eat them; and 

Thy Word was unto me the 

joy and rejoicing of mine 

heart.ò Jeremiah 15:16.  

That which is eaten 

becomes a part of the very 

being, Thus, when we eat 

God's Word, we make it a 

part of ourselves. 



3. What application did Jesus make of the giving of the manna? 

ñI am the bread of life: he that cometh to Me shall never 

hunger; and he that believeth on Me shall never thirst.ò John 

6:35.  

ñI am that bread of life, Your fathers did eat manna in the 

wilderness, and are dead. This is the bread which cometh down 

from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not die. I am the 

living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of 

this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is 

My flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.ò John 6:48-

51.  



4. When the Jews pretended to take His words literally, how 

did Christ emphasize His teaching? 

ñExcept ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink His 

blood, ye have no life in you. For my flesh is meat indeed, and 

my blood is drink indeed.ò John 6:53, 55.  

"To eat the flesh and drink the blood of Christ is to receive 

Him as a personal Saviour, believing that He forgives our 

sins, and that we are complete in Him. It is by beholding His 

love, by dwelling upon it, by drinking it in that we are to 

become partakers of His nature. What food is to the body, 

Christ must be to the soul" Desire of Ages, 389. 



5. How did Christ explain this to His disciples privately?  

ñIt is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth  nothing: 

the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are 

life.ò John 6:63.  

The literary and cultural power of the words of Christ are 

tremendous, but the real power of His Word is in the 

producing of a transformed life. Speaking of the effect of the 

Bible upon the English people in a past generation, J. R. 

Green said, "The whole temper of the nation felt the change. . 

A new conception of life, a new moral and religious pulse, 

spread through every class." This transforming power is the 

power of God, which operates through the life-giving Word  (1 

Peter 1:2-25). 



6. In His model prayer, what did 

Christ teach us to ask? 

"Give us this day our daily bread" (Matthew 6:11). In the light of 

His later teaching, as recorded in John 6, it is evident that Christ 

intended to include spiritual as well as physical food in this 

request. As we must eat physical food every day in order to 

maintain health and strength, so we must partake each day of the 

spiritual food, provided in God's Word, if we expect to maintain 

a living connection with Christ, who is the living Word (John 1:1-

3, 14). 



1. In His prayer for the disciples just before His crucifixion, how 

did Christ reveal the secret of victory? 

ñSanctify them through Thy truth: Thy Word is truth .ò John 

17:17.  

Knowledge of God and His truth is progressive. We are sanctified, 

or made holy, as we daily trust God's promises and obey the 

commandments of the Scriptures. The work of making us holy is 

God's work. But our business is to trust and obey the Lord! The 

limitations of the human mind make it impossible for a man to 

grasp all truth at once. He must learn day by day, here a little, 

there a little, line upon line, precept upon precept. (Isaiah 28:10, 

13).
